I.       Name of the Entity:  The Long Island Mathematics Educators Hall of Fame

II.     Purpose of the Entity: To highlight the crucial role of mathematics in society and to provide a forum for immediate and long-term public recognition of outstanding Long Island mathematics educators.  

III.    Sponsorship of the Entity:  The Long Island Mathematics Educators Hall of Fame (LIMEHOF) is jointly sponsored by the three existing professional mathematics organizations on Long Island, the Nassau County Association of Mathematics Supervisors (NCAMS), the Nassau County Mathematics Teachers Association (NCMTA), and the Suffolk County Mathematics Teachers Association (SCMTA).

IV.      Recognition Prerequisites:
1. The educator has been involved in mathematics education on Long Island for a minimum of 20 years.

2. The educator has made an extraordinary contribution to the advancement of mathematics education on Long Island.

V. Criteria for Induction:  The mathematics educator has
                    a.      been an asset to a school and/or a school system.

                    b.      been active locally, statewide, regionally, and nationally.

                    c.      introduced or modified new teaching and learning programs.  
            d.      presented workshops, courses, and other educational programs for teachers.

e. published materials or written articles of value to mathematics education.

f. provided services to professional organizations.

g. demonstrated continual professional growth.

h. demonstrated effective leadership in mathematics education.

                     i.      had a long-term impact on students and/or teachers.

j. been recognized for contributions to mathematics education.

   VI.    Committees and Subcommittees:

             A. Composition              

                  1. The Long Island Mathematics Educators  Hall of Fame Committee shall consist exclusively of members from                      

                      NCAMS, NCMTA, and SCMTA with at least one representative from each of the three organizations..

                  2. The chair of each subcommittee shall be a member of NCAMS, NCMTA, or SCMTA.

                  3. The Nominations Subcommittee shall be composed of at least five members, with at least one member from 

                      NCAMS, NCMTA, and SCMTA.    

             B. Functions and Duties

                  1. The Long Island Mathematics Educators Hall of Fame Committee              

                       a. coordinate the activities of each subcommittee

                       b. receive and respond in a timely fashion to periodic reports from subcommittees 

                       c. seek corporate and individual support for Hall of Fame activities 

                  2.  The Nominations Subcommittee 

                       a. review and acknowledge each nomination

                       b. decide upon the qualification of each nominee

                       c.  inform each nominator of the status of his/her nominee

                      d. maintain ongoing communication with other established subcommittees               

                  3.  The Presentation Subcommittee 

                       a. determine the manner of presentation at the induction ceremony

                       b. decide how candidates will be honored at the induction ceremony

                       c. inform qualified nominee of the particulars of the induction ceremony  

                       d. decide how and where the names of inductees will be displayed for public viewing 

                       e. maintain ongoing communication with other established subcommittees               

                  4.. The Publicity Subcommittee 

                       a. publicize the existence of the Hall of Fame, the nomination process, and associated timelines                         .                                        

                       b. keep other mathematics organizations informed of events associated with the Hall of Fame    

                       c. keep database of inductees, their year of induction, and a brief summary of reason(s) for their induction                                                      

                       d. maintain ongoing communication with other established subcommittees  

                   5. The Site Subcommittee 

                       a. locate and reserve a site for the induction ceremony

                       b. maintain ongoing communication with other established subcommittees

   VII..    Nominations:  The nomination of a mathematics educator 

         a.  may come from a professional mathematics organization, a school district, or any other interested party. 

 b. must go to the chairperson of the Nominations Subcommittee.

                 c. must contain the following information:

(1) nominator’s organizational or school district/college affiliation, if any, telephone number and e-mail address 

(2) nominee’s home address, workplace address, if any, telephone number(s) and e-mail address(es)

(3) completion of nomination form with a maximum two-page recommendation letter detailing why the nominee should be considered for induction
