NCMTA MINUTES

December 6, 2006

Corrections to the minutes of October 16, 2006 included:

Programs:  Math Fair; add dates – Preliminary round is March 23, 2007 and the Final round is April 27, 2007

NCTM:  add dates – Annual meeting will be held from March 21-24 in Atlanta
The minutes were accepted with above corrections.

1) Correspondence:  There was no new correspondence.  Barbara to send a gift to MaryAnn Mansfield with get well wishes.    

2) Treasurer’s report*:  The treasurer’s report was accepted.
3) Membership*:  Sandy Cohen suggested that return envelopes be included in renewal requests.  There should be future discussion as to ways to retain and increase membership.  A welcome letter should be sent to new members perhaps including an old newsletter and a calendar of events.  
4) Museum*:  Herricks is requesting that the museum vacate the premises.  Suffolk Community College may be interested in taking some of the museum’s puzzles/models.  Whatever materials SCC does not take, will be available to interested parties on December 19th between 3-5pm at the former museum. 
5) Programs:
Kickoff:  Although Kickoff was successful, the presentation was thought to be too short.  The highlight of the event seemed to be the store items (from the museum) and raffles.

C.H.A.T.*:  There were 67 registered attendees; 26 of which were from Molloy.  It was speculated that the low turnout might be attributable to the December event date since there are usually 100-125 attendees.  Fewer programs can be printed in the future due to the program being available online.  $100 was received from both Texas Instruments and Amsco.  TI also donated a TI-84+ which will be raffled at a future event.
Student Symposium:  Pam Marder to contact Chris Healy regarding the program and whether the next symposium is for grades 5 through 8 or 9 through 12.

How-To:  There are 155 registrants to date (about the same as last year).  Food is still to be decided.  Need to do additional recruiting for this event.  An announcement regarding How-To should be placed on the AMTNYS 4-8 Listserv.
Family Math Day*:  North Merrick is not participating but Manhasset PTA is a new supporter.  Freeport requested support from their Parent Outreach (grant).  The program has been completed and there was a shortage of Kindergarten and 1st grade speakers.  Letters to the speakers are to be mailed in the next week or so.  

Limacon:  The program is at the printer.  There are 42 speakers.  The event is scheduled for March 16, 2007.

Teacher of the Year*:  Nomination forms are on the website and will be included in the next newsletter.   Prior teachers of the year should be invited to each meeting.  MaryAnn Mansfield should also invite the prior teachers of the year separately. 

Newsletter:  The deadline for the next newsletter is January 15, 2007.  Janine Ferranti will proof before finalizing.  Need to include pictures from all events since the last newsletter. 
Website*:  Each chairperson must check the link to their event on the website and let Sal Scire know if it is correct or if changes need to be made.  Sal should be notified either way.  Each chairperson is reminded that they are also responsible for having membership brochures on display at their event.  

Math Fair:  The preliminary round is March 23, 2007 and the final round is April 27, 2007.  

Spring Dinner:  There is no new information at this time.  The caterer at the Temple where the event has been held passed away and we should send a card of condolences.
Hall of Fame*:  The committee is seeking a facility for the next induction.  NCMTA is owed reimbursement for the expenses of the first induction this past summer from NCAMS and SCMTA ($1144.32/3)

Representatives:

AMTNYS:  The five winners of an AMTNYS membership from Kickoff were sent letters confirming their membership.  The meeting in October had a good turnout; there were some issues with the hotel.  The February meeting will include the discussion of the issues regarding the Regents exam (when Geometry and Algebra II exams will be first administered), post-equating (grades not finalized until September or October for June test), and professional development.  There is a new NYSED mandate that calculators must be provided to students and they can not be required to purchase them.  At the NYS Compensatory Ed meeting, there was no math representative for NYS, only for ELA.  
NCTM*:  The annual meeting will be held from March 21-24, 2007 in Atlanta.  It will be held in Salt Lake City in 2008 from April 9-12.  A motion was made by Sandy Cohen and seconded by Lucy Landesberg that NCMTA reimbursement for attendance at the NCTM annual meeting should include total travel, ½ of room costs, and full registration costs.  The motion passed with the addition of a limit to the total reimbursement to $700.  Suggestions should be presented at the next NCMTA meeting regarding concerns that may be brought to the floor at the NCTM annual meeting.  Consider supporting NCTM e-workshops which cost $75/site.
The next meeting is scheduled to take place on Thursday, February 1, 2007 at Carle Place High School North Cafeteria.
