NCMTA MINUTES

June 12, 2006

Motion to accept the minutes of April 5, 2006 came from Martha Green, seconded by Curt Boddie.

1) Correspondence:  George Lenchner’s obituary was circulated for attendees’ perusal.    

2) Treasurer’s report:  A treasurer’s report was submitted and accepted upon a motion from Caryl Lorandini seconded by Martha Green.  Clarification was made that “Membership ’05-’06” refers to dues paid in ’05-’06.  Lynn Unger commended Ann Masters for the clarity of her reports.
3) Membership:  A report was submitted and accepted upon a motion from Caryl Lorandini seconded by Debbie Tyler.  The question was raised as to how many years old members should be kept on the master list.  Mailings are not to be sent to members who have not paid dues for 2 years.  Every 2 to 3 years notices should be sent to retirees inquiring whether to continue mailings.  Final mailings are stamped as such.
4) Museum:  A report was submitted.  The museum announced that Computer Associates withdrew its support of the museum.  There is some difficulty by the museum to meet its payroll requirements.  The First Annual Math Tournament took place on June 9th.  Twenty-five schools participated each paying $50 to partake.  The tournament went well and was well organized.  There were no expenses since the students brought their own lunch.  Caryl Lorandini motioned to donate $2,000 to the Goudreau Museum ($1,985 last year).  Martha Green seconded the motion.  The motion passed to give $2,000.  The possibility of an additional donation will be discussed at a future meeting.  Lynn Unger suggests inquiring about how the museum solicits corporate sponsors.
5) Programs:
C.H.A.T.:  No written report.  CHAT is in jeopardy because of conflict of dates.  Joyce Bernstein suggests the addition of workshops using the SmartBoard and Navigator but the technology is not available at Wheatley.  Saturday, November 4th may be possible at Carle Place (MaryAnn Mansfield to check).  Possible chairpersons include Eva Demyen, Joyce Bernstein, and Gerard Beleckas.  In 2007, there will be a T3 Conference therefore CHAT will not occur.  Caryl Lorandini will look into the planning of CHAT for 2008.  TI will send speakers for Navigator.  Maple software is now working its way into the high schools and a workshop would be helpful.  CHAT should be looked at more as a technology conference vs. a calculator conference.
Family Math Day:  A report was submitted.  Wantagh will host the event again next year on March 3, 2007.  There was over $8,000 profit from the 2006 event.  There will be a need for speakers and committee members.  
Hall of Fame:  A report was submitted.  The new committee evaluated the nominees for the first Hall of Fame induction.  Three nominees are deceased and 3 are living.  Letters were sent to the nominees or their families as well as to the nominators.  The emcee will discuss the reason for the establishment of the HOF and announce the nominees.  The first induction ceremony will be conducted at the AMTNYS Summer Conference banquet.  A perpetual plaque will be temporarily housed at the Goudreau Museum.
How-To:  No written report was submitted.  The next How-To conference will take place on Friday, January 5, 2007 with no snow day.  This date was selected so as not to conflict with the ELA state testing schedule.  The 2006 How-To did not have much of a profit mainly due to the increased cost of the caterer.  A Keynote speaker is needed; perhaps John Hinton.

Kickoff:  No written report was submitted.  Kickoff may take place in September due to the busy October schedule.  The Museum is a possible site for Kickoff again with David Schwartz as a possible speaker.

Limacon:  No written report.  The 2006 conference was successful.  The next conference is being planned and will take place on March 16, 2007.  
Math Fair:  A written report was submitted.  The students who did not receive medals consist mainly of Seniors who go into the second round or students who get a bye on the first round.  Next year’s dates have been established and will again take place at Hofstra.  Kit Villani may not be able to work on the 2007 Math Fair due to other responsibilities; she will let the Board know by the Fall. 
Newsletter:  A written report was not submitted.  In prior years, a committee existed for the newsletter.  Sandy commented that the newsletter editor should come to meetings.  Caryl Lorandini and Sal Scire stated that it is difficult to obtain the information needed for the newsletter.

Spring Dinner:  A written report was submitted.  The date for next year’s dinner needs to be selected.  May 17, 2007 is a possibility if the same location is available for that date.
Student Symposium:  No written report was submitted.  The 2006 event was to have been held on April 24th however due to the event being so close to the AP exams, it was cancelled.  Around May 30th maybe a better date.  Should the event remain as a Grades 5-8 event since high school has the Math Fair and NCIML?
Teacher-of-the-Year:  A written report was submitted.  Wonderful teachers were honored and they should be encouraged to come to NCMTA meetings.  Work on the teacher of year process should commence early in the year since it takes a long time to get nominations.
Website:  A written report was submitted.  MaryAnn Mansfield commended Sal Scire for how quickly information is updated on the website.  A list of FAQ’s was distributed.  The FAQ’s and the appropriate responses would be added to the website.

Representatives:

NCAMS:  The calendar of events for ’06-’07 was distributed.  The theme for the Jumpstart meeting will be the new Regents.  NCAMS would like a copy of the AMTNYS conference letter so that supervisors can solicit attendees.  The letter is posted on the website.
AMTNYS:  A written report was submitted.  The Fall 2008 conference might be held at the L.I. Marriott.  Any questions for SED should be emailed to Caryl Lorandini, the County chair.  It is strongly suggested that everyone join the LISTSERV which has a plethora of current information.  
NCTM:  The Leadership Conference will be held in August in Manchester.  It is a very worthwhile conference for new teachers.
NCIML:  The first contest will be held Tuesday, October 17, 2007.

College Liaison:  At the NCMTA dinner a college teacher and a “future teacher” were honored.  The question arose regarding the financially implications of possibly absorbing the cost of 16 dinners if 8 colleges/universities attend the dinner with a student, all free of charge.  It was previously decided to allow the free dinners in order to spur interest in the organization and serve as a recruitment vehicle for new teachers.
Old Business:

· Grant Writing:  This topic will be discussed at the September meeting.
New Business:

· Calendar for 2006-2007:  An updated calendar will be emailed when dates are finalized.

· Board Positions Update:  Volunteers are needed for programs and committees.  
· Timeline of Responsibilities:  MaryAnn Mansfield suggested that committee chairpersons construct a timeline associated with their event to facilitate the planning of the current event and for the future of the event.

· There is a position available at SUNY Old Westbury for City College during July teaching High School Statistics and Engineering.

· Correspondence via email should be sufficient to contact board members vs. the cost of regular mail.  Perhaps a postcard can be sent as a reminder of the next meeting.
