A motion to accept the minutes of October 21, 2008 came from G. Macrina and seconded by D. Tyler. 
1) Correspondence:  The Geometry Regents is scheduled for June 16th (instead of June 9th).  Sandy sends her thanks for the thoughts and prayers.
2) Treasurer’s report*:  NCAMS, NCMTA, and SCMTA share in profits of the Hall of Fame dinner.  SCMTA had little involvement in last year's dinner.  Dorothy Hess made a motion (seconded by Lynn Unger) that SCMTA should participate in the profits for this past dinner but the program chair will discuss with SCMTA their future profit participation will be contingent on their sharing of responsibilities related to the event.  The motion passed; all agreed, no nays.
3) Membership:  There were discussions related to increasing elementary level teacher memberships by possibly offering a group membership by elementary school (for example, a minimum of 6 teachers at $15 each).  Colleges urge preservice teachers to join NCMTA through Math Methods classes.

How-To*: The program went very well.  A suggestion was made to involve BOCES with this event.  BOCES would handle registration and NCMTA/NCAMS would handle other aspects of the event.  Additionally, schools would be eligible for State aid because of BOCES' affiliation.  BOCES would receive 15% of registration revenue.  This idea will be pursued with NCAMS.
