1) Correspondence: MaryAnn thanked everyone for their condolences on the recent loss of her mother-in-law.  The first administration of the Integrated Algebra Regents was moved to a morning time slot (rather than an afternoon).  Frank Young provided a copy of a Spring Dinner invite from 1979.
2) Treasurer’s report*:  The treasurer’s report was reviewed and accepted. 
3) Membership*:  Discussion regarding the possibility of a membership card.  Other discussions included emailing renewal notices, sending pre-addressed envelopes with renewal requests, the possibility of creating a Membership committee, and the use of a duplicate receipt book when accepting renewal monies at events.  Chairs of events are responsible for having membership tri-fold brochures at all events.  The brochure should explain that members receive discounts to all NCMTA events.  A suggestion was made that the schools of members should be identified. A member from each school can be asked to serve as a liaison between their school and NCMTA.
4) Programs:

Kickoff*:  There were a few new members at Kickoff.
T3 Conference*:  The event at Molloy on November 16 and 17 was very successful.

Limacon*:  The conference will be held on March 28th at SUNY-Old Westbury.
Hall of Fame*:  Next year’s annual induction ceremony is being planned for November in order to avoid conflicts with other events and conferences.  A subcommittee is needed to find a new site for the event.  A journal is being planned for next year’s event.  Nominations for the next induction need to be solicited.  A $200 donation was received from a publisher.
Newsletter:  A suggestion was made to add a lesson, game, or activity to each newsletter. 
Website:  Chairs should make sure to email Sal any changes that need to be reflected about their events.
How-To*:  Conflict with the ELA state assessment for grades 3-5.

Teacher of the Year:  By mid-December solicitation for nominations will begin so as to meet the March 1st deadline.

New Business:

· NCMTA Constitution:  The IRS has indicated that NCMTA is not federally exempt under the correct code section (504(c)(4) instead of 501(c)(3)).  NCMTA’s purpose must be explicitly educational in nature in order to be classified as a 501(c)(3) organization.  There was a discussion of the wording of the organization’s “purpose”.  Board members should review the draft of revisions to be emailed and make suggestions as soon as possible.
