A motion to accept the minutes of June 4, 2008 as corrected came from Curt Boddie and seconded by Dorothy Hess.

1) Treasurer’s report*:  Kickoff had approximately a $300 net profit.  The vendors did not pay to attend.

Sandy Cohen made a motion to send mailings to all members in the current membership report including memberships expired in 2006 or later.  Dorothy Hess amended the motion that the mailings should include only mailings which discuss/advertise NCMTA events.  The motion was defeated (5 ayes, 6 nays).  The motion was amended by Sharon Whitton to include current memberships and memberships that expired in 2007 or 2008.  The motion was seconded by Grace Quinlan.  The motion passed with 10 ayes, 0 nays.  In addition, a suggestion was made to sort the membership list by school district and to target one teacher from each school district from each level (elementary, middle school, and high school) to act as a liaison with NCMTA with a goal of increasing membership.

Hall of Fame*:  The induction ceremony will be held November 13th.  A journal will be produced for this year's ceremony/ dinner.  The journal revenue will help offset the cost of 10 free dinners for the inductees and their guests.  A motion was made by Sandy Cohen and seconded by Ronni David that NCMTA should take a full page ad in this year's journal.  The vote passed with 10 ayes.
